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Introduction

1.1 The Merchant Shipping (Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping) Regulations

2022 (‘the 2022 Regulations’) implement the requirements of the International Convention and
Code on Standards of Training, Certification and Watch-keeping (STCW) 1978, (referred to in
this MIN as the ‘STCW Convention’ and ‘STCW Code’ respectively), including the provisions in
accordance with STCW Convention regulation I/6 and I/8, to delegate training to Maritime and
Coastguard Agency (MCA) approved training providers. A reference in this Notice to the 2022
Regulations is a reference to the Regulations as amended.

1.2 The MCA has developed an approval process for training providers offering short courses. In

accordance with regulation 48 of the 2022 Regulations, all training providers planning to offer
education and training services leading to certification under the 2022 Regulations will need to
obtain MCA approval. The requirements for that approval are set out in Merchant Shipping
Notice (MSN) 1865 (Amendment 1) Annex F and Merchant Shipping Notice (MSN) 1866
(Amendment 1) Annex D.

1.3 This MIN seeks to provide training providers with further guidance to expand on the course

approval requirements that are set out in MSN 1865 (Amendment 1) Annex F and MSN 1866
(Amendment 1) Annex D. This MIN is supplementary to these MSNs and provides further
guidance.

Cost Recovery for the MCA Approval or Recognition of Seafarer Training and
Education Courses

2.1 Inline with the Treasury’s ‘Managing Public Money’ guidelines (see paragraphs 6.2.4 and 6.3.5

to 6.3.7 of that publication)? the MCA must seek to recover the cost of the services it provides.
This enables the MCA to eliminate any cost burden on the taxpayer of the costs associated
with supporting a private enterprise or external organisation to offer this service.

2.2 The actual costs of a course approval will depend on the total allocated time required for MCA

resources to review and approve a course. Poor submissions and/or extra time required for
MCA resources to consider an approval application may incur increased fees as the MCA will
need to recover the costs. The fees will be charged as per the MCA Surveyor hourly rate for all
course approval procedure(s).

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3. Delivery Methods of Training for STCW Mandatory, STCW Non-Mandatory and other

Courses

3.1 The MCA has agreed course criteria guidelines that satisfy the requirements of the STCW Code
for training delivered by training providers undertaken in the UK or elsewhere. The MCA has
worked with industry through the Merchant Navy Training Board (MNTB), to produce guides
aligned to the requirements of the STCW Code and the needs of UK industry. These MNTB
Guidelines are available from their website: https://mntb.org.uk/. Some guides have been
produced solely by the MCA and are available at: www.gov.uk/quidance/uk-seafarer-careers-
training-provision-and-information.

3.2 The table below summarises which courses the MCA can approve, where the ‘course criteria

or syllabus’ is available from, and the acceptable methods of delivery.

3.3 All voluntary course proposals, that are not listed in the table above, should be presented to
the local MCA Marine Office and forwarded to UK Seafarer Services Branch. The proposal will
be assessed and agreed upon on a case-by-case basis. The course must be recognised as
enhancing safety of maritime personnel or introducing best practices on board a ship.

3.4 Where courses are run under a ‘multi-site approval’, the MCA will need to visit and
approve the provider at each location (not normally more than 2 locations). There may
be an exception where there is a lack of MCA approved training providers within a
sizeable geographical area and there is a demand for seafarers to complete mandatory
training, e.g. the west coast of Scotland.

3.5 A flowchart summarising the MCA'’s Short Course approval process can be found in Annex A.

4. Recognition of Basic Safety Training, Advanced Safety Training, Security Training and
other Ancillary Training

4.1 For a new UK Certificate of Competency (CoC) or to revalidate a UK CoC, the MCA will accept
certificates issued by an MCA approved training provider; certain certificates may be accepted
if they have been issued under the authority of any administration recognised by the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) as an STCW ‘White List’ party. The MCA reserve the
right to request evidence or further proof as to whether a seafarer has met the STCW
competency requirements.

4.2 Notwithstanding paragraphs 4.4, 4.5, 4.6 and 4.7, no online course will be accepted from any
Administration where there is a requirement for face-to-face practical training in the STCW
Code.

4.3 For the purpose of issuing UK Certificates of Competency, the following courses must be run
by MCA approved training providers:

NAEST (Operational);

NAEST (Management);

EDH;

HELM (Operational);

HELM (Management);

High Voltage (Operational); and
High Voltage (Management).

4.4 For the purpose of issuing UK Certificates of Competency, the MCA will accept certificates
issued under the authority of any administration included in the IMO list of STCW Parties (the
White List) for:

e Personal Survival Techniques (STCW Code — Table A-VI/1-1);

5 For the purpose of this MIN and the 2022 Regulations, this course is recognised by the MCA. The certificate
issued to candidates will confirm this course meets the requirements applicable to the Workboat Code.
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¢ Fire Prevention and Fire Fighting (STCW Code — Table A-VI1/1-2);
e Elementary First Aid (STCW Code — Table A-VI/1-3); and
e Personal Safety and Social Responsibility (STCW Code — Table A-V1/1-4).

4.5 For the purpose of issuing the first UK Certificates of Competency to a Seafarer, the MCA will
accept certificates issued under the authority of the MCA or any EU/EAA Member State
Administration:

Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue Boats;
Proficiency in Advanced Fire Fighting;

Proficiency in Medical First Aid; and

Proficiency in Medical Care.

4.6 For the revalidation or upgrade of a UK CoC, the following Certificates must be issued under
the authority of any administration recognised as an IMO STCW ‘White List’ party:

e Personal Survival Techniques or Refresher Personal Survival Techniques; and
¢ Fire Prevention and Fire Fighting or Refresher Fire Prevention and Fire Fighting.

4.7 For the revalidation or upgrade of a UK CoC the MCA will accept the following certificates,
providing they are issued under the authority of any country that we accept for the issue of a
Flag State Endorsement (FSE)/Certificate of Equivalent Competency (CEC), for:

¢ Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue Boats or
Refresher Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue
Boats; and

¢ Proficiency in Advanced Fire Fighting or Refresher Advanced Fire Fighting.

4.8 A list of those countries the MCA accepts for an FSE/CEC can be found on www.gov.uk.®

4.9 Proficiency in Security Awareness
For service on UK-registered ships, the MCA will recognise Certificates of Proficiency in
Security Awareness which were issued under the STCW requirements by any Administration
included in the IMO list of STCW Parties (the White List).

4.10 Proficiency in Designated Security Duties and Ship Security Officer (SSO)
For service on UK-registered ships, the MCA will recognise Certificates of Proficiency in
Designated Security Duties and Certificates of Proficiency as SSO which were issued under

the STCW requirements by a Maritime Administration whose CoC the MCA accepts for the
issue of a UK FSE/CEC.

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5. Refresher Training

5.1 Pease note that there is no requirement for seafarers to update Personal Safety and Social
Responsibilities (STCW Code Table A-VI/1-4), Elementary First Aid (STCW Code — Table A-
VI/1-3) or Proficiency Medical First Aid (STCW Code — Table A-V1/4-1).

5.2 Holding a UK CoC is proof that you have met the requirements for the following STCW training”’:

e Personal Safety and Social Responsibilities;
o Elementary First Aid; and
¢ Proficiency in Medical First Aid

5.3 Holding a UK issued Watch Rating Certificate (STCW 11/4 or STCW 111/4), UK AB Certificate
(Issued under the ILO Convention 1946), Able Seafarer Deck (STCW II/5) or Able Seafarer
Engine (STCW 11I/5) Certificate is proof that you have met the requirements for the following
STCW training?®:

¢ Personal Safety and Social Responsibilities; and
e Elementary First Aid

5.4 Certificates Accepted to Allow entry onto MCA-Approved Refresher Training Course

The table in this section lists the certificates that demonstrate the seafarer has previously met the
applicable STCW standard for the course. This will allow the MCA approved training provider to
accept them onto the refresher training course. It is the MCA approved training provider’s
responsibility to check that the other prerequisites have been met prior to a candidate undertaking
the course and/or being issued with a Certificate of Proficiency or a Course Completion Certificate.
Further information can be found in MSN 1865 (Amendment 1) and the associated MNTB/MCA
Guides. Course providers are reminded of the requirements for candidates to complete the self-
declaration form in MSN 1865 (Amendment 1) to allow entry onto the reduced length refresher
course.

Please note that the courses requiring refresher training do not expire as such. However, to work
on merchant vessels that require compliance with the STCW Convention and/or the 2022
Regulations, these courses must have been completed or refreshed within the last five years.
Please also refer to section 6 of this MIN.

6. Documentary Evidence of Training that is Required to be held Onboard

6.1 If you are serving onboard a ship and are qualified in any of the following, you must have
documentary evidence of either having completed the training course or updated your training

within the last 5 years:

Personal Survival Techniques;
Fire Prevention and Fire Fighting;

Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue Boats; and
Advanced Fire Fighting.

9 This is an AB Certificate issued under the International Labour Organisation (ILO) Convention 1946 (No

74).
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6.2 For use on UK registered vessels the MCA will accept refresher training for:

e Personal Survival Techniques and Fire Prevention and Fire Fighting Certificates
from any IMO STCW ‘White List’ party; and

¢ Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue Boats and
Advanced Fire Fighting from any country that we accept for the issue of a UK
FSE/CEC.

7. Tanker Training

7.1 If a candidate only requires an MCA Advanced Tanker Course Completion Certificate*, then in
addition to the criteria specified in MSN 1866 (Amendment 1) the following will permit entry onto
the course:

¢ 3-months’ experience on the applicable type of tanker and MNTB Fire Fighting
Course; or

e 3-months’ experience on the applicable type of tanker and advanced Fire Fighting
Course given by an MCA approved training provider; or

¢ 3-months’ experience on the applicable type of tanker, Advanced Fire Fighting from
a FSE/CEC country and the theory element of the MCA approved Tanker Fire
Fighting Course; or

e Applicable Basic Tanker CoP or Endorsement from any EU Country and Advanced
Fire Fighting Course from any EU country; or

e Applicable Basic Tanker CoP/Endorsement from any FSE/CEC Country, Advanced
Fire Fighting Course from any CEC country and the theory element of MCA
approved Tanker Fire Fighting Course.

*i.e. they do not intend to apply for a UK Tanker Endorsement or UK CoP.
8. Acceptable Certificates, occupations, and experience for permitting entry on to an
Efficient Deck Hand (EDH) course.

8.1 In addition to the prerequisites mentioned in MSN 1862 (Amendment 1) (Section 4.2) the
following will also permit entry onto the EDH course:

¢ Enrolment onto the following Officer of the Watch (STCW II/1) courses;

o An MCA-approved cadet training programme;
o An MCA-approved overseas collaborative programme (1+1);

¢ Holding a UK Class 1 or 2 Fishing Certificate of Competency (Deck or Engineering); and
¢ Holding a Seafish Fishing Under 16.5m Skippers Certificate (with evidence of at least 6
months seagoing service).
9. Peripatetic Course Approval

9.1 A list of courses that can be delivered peripatetically is available in section 2.1 of this MIN.

9.2 For peripatetic courses that are delivered outside of the UK, all courses must be undertaken in
a shore-based classroom environment, apart from:
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e Passenger Courses: This must be administered from the UK ©

e Security Awareness and Designated Security Duties — This must be administered from the
UK.

e Medical Courses — subject to strict controls — this must be administered from the UK.

¢ Advanced Fire Fighting Refresher Training — only for those providers who have approval
to run the full MCA Advanced Fire Fighting course.

9.3 Peripatetic Medical Courses: Anybody wishing to provide medical courses peripatetically,
must submit a detailed submission for approval. The submission must demonstrate how the
course provider will quality assure the course delivery and safeguard the MCA’s reputation.
The medical trainer and assessor must be approved by the MCA and a member of the General
Medical Council, or equivalent. If approved, the course provider must accept mutually agreed
terms that will be set out in an approval letter, which will outline the strict controls associated
with the approval.

10. Guidance on Equivalence Proposals to MCA approved Training Requirements

10.1 Any equivalence proposals to MCA approved training requirements are only available where
mentioned in the MNTB/MCA Criteria Guides.

10.2 To ensure equivalency proposals meet the requirements of the STCW Code and the 2022
Regulations and can therefore satisfy the MCA, all proposals must be emailed to
stc.courses@mcga.gov.uk for consideration. This will also ensure that there is a fair and
consistent approach to granting equivalency proposals.

10.3 On receipt of an application, the UK Seafarer Services Technical Team will assess the
submission and ensure that the equivalency proposal(s) meet the necessary requirements in
line with the published MCA guidelines and the STCW standard.

10.4 If the proposals are agreed, a rationale will be provided alongside the approval of the Training
Provider. The UK Seafarer Services Team will keep a record of equivalent course approvals,
which can be made available on request to a Training Provider. Requests should be made to
stc.courses@mcga.gov.uk.

11. Midterm Audit/ Assessments of an MCA Approved UK Course Providers

11.1 MCA approved courses that operate in the UK may be assessed or inspected at the midterm
point, this is between years 2 and 3 from the anniversary of the initial approval, or re-approval,
date. This would only normally be required if a risk was identified from a previous audit that
would warrant’ a midterm assessment or a site visit. The need for a midterm audit/
assessment should have been indicated to the training provider at the point of approval or re-
approval. A copy of the Short Course Temporary Extension Questionnaire that can be used
in lieu of, or as well as, a site visit can be found in Annex B.

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12. Global Maritime Distress and Safety System (GMDSS) and the Association of Marine
Electronic and Radio Colleges (AMERC)

The approval and monitoring of GMDSS courses is currently delegated to an associated body
on behalf of the MCA. At present, this is carried out by Association of Marine Electronic and
Radio Colleges (AMERC). They can be contacted by email: amerc_nac@wraycastle.com.

As part of this role, AMERC oversees the provision and delivery of courses leading to
examinations for the GMDSS certificates issued by the UK Government. Once approved by
AMERC, centres in membership are authorised to provide courses in GMDSS operation and
techniques. Quality assurance for these courses is managed on behalf of the MCA by
AMERC’s Chief Examiner and administered through the National Administration Centre.
Examination Co-ordination Centres (ECCs) provide trained examiners to conduct the
GMDSS examinations at AMERC-approved examination venues.

Acceptable occupations for the revalidation of the GMDSS endorsement are contained within
Annex C.

Acceptable occupations for the revalidation of the GMDSS endorsement

The STCW Convention provides for the acceptance of a master or officer’s continued proficiency
by virtue of them having performed duties relating to the functions appropriate to the class or
grade of certificate they hold, when such duties are considered to be at least equivalent to the
seagoing service required for revalidation. A list of occupations which will be favourably
considered is given below. The list is not exhaustive and applications from certificate holders
engaged in other occupations may also be considered. Applications for revalidation may be
made by certificate holders who have been engaged in the listed occupations for at least two
and a half of the preceding five years:

Marine Pilots;

MCA Surveyors;

MCA Coastguards;

Marine College Lecturers;

Technical, Engineering and Marine Superintendents or Ship Repair Managers;
Harbour Masters;

Hydrographic Surveyors;

Classification Society Marine Surveyors;

Marine Accident Investigation Branch (MAIB) Surveyors.

Guidance on the GMDSS Requirements for Vessels

Guidance on Certification Requirements according to Vessel Type

Type of Vessel A2, A3 and A4 A1 Sea Area
Sea Area

All passenger ships

GOC ROC
Cargo ship over 300 GT

GOC ROC
Cargo ship under 300 GT

LRC or GOC SRC or ROC

Sea Area A1: An area within the radiotelephone coverage of at least one VHF coast station in
which continuous digital selective calling (Ch.70/156.525 MHz) alerting and radiotelephony
services are available.

Sea Area A2: An area, excluding sea area A1, within the radiotelephone coverage of at least
one MF coast station in which continuous DSC (2187.5 kHz) alerting and radiotelephony
services are available.

Sea Area A3: In area, excluding sea areas A1 and A2, within the coverage of an Inmarsat
geostationary satellite. This area lies between about latitude 76 Degrees North and South, but
excludes A1 and/or A2 designated areas. Inmarsat guarantees their system will work between
70 South and 70 North though it will often work to 76 degrees South or North.

Sea Area A4: An area outside sea areas A1, A2 and A3 is called sea area A4. This is essentially
the Polar Regions, north and south of about 70 degrees of latitude, excluding any A1 or A2
areas.

LRC: Long Range Certificate is an operator's certificate, examined to European
Radiocommunication Committee (ERC) Recommendation T/R 31-05, covering MF/HF/VHF
GMDSS and non-GMDSS techniques and operation for operators in the voluntary radio fit sector
and operators on commercial vessels not subject to compulsory radio fitment under the SOLAS
1974 Convention. A supplementary examination (the Satellite Module) in satellite
communication techniques and operation, including GMDSS techniques, is also available as
part of this certificate.

SRC: The Short-Range Certificate is the minimum qualification required by law to control the
operation of VHF and VHF Digital Selective Calling (DSC) equipment on any British flagged
vessel voluntarily fitted with a radio. This includes both fixed and handheld equipment using
international x’channels.

A Radio Operator’s Certificate should be suitable for the radio equipment fitted onboard in
accordance with the area of operation (A1, A2, A3 or A4). For example, if a vessel is operating
in sea area A1 but is fitted with sea area A2 radio equipment, then the person in charge of the
radio equipment must hold a GOC. An officer with an ROC could only operate the equipment if
supervised by a GOC holder.
