Sea Captain / Skipper
Based in Sunny Gisborne the Waka Hourua will be operated mainly throughout the Tairawhiti coast.
Skipper / Master's Responsibilities:
The Skipper/Master (Note: the terms Skipper and Master are taken to be equivalent terms) on board is solely and inescapably responsible for the safety of the waka, crew, and passengers when on a voyage. It includes the safe operation of the waka with regard to kaupapa waka, weather, navigation, and all other factors.
The Skipper/Master therefore has complete authority from the owner to take whatever action he or she deems necessary or prudent to ensure the safety of the passengers, crew, and waka; in that order.
The skipper/master shall:
· Be responsible for the safe operation of the vessel, the safety and well- being of all passengers and crew, and the safety of any cargo carried.
· Be responsible for compliance with all relevant requirements of the Maritime Transport Act 1994, applicable maritime regulations and applicable maritime and marine protection rules and the Health and Safety in Employment Act.
· Ensure all checks and procedures within the vessels Safe Operation Management Plan are followed, implemented and improved on.
· Ensure all required records that are listed in the vessel's Safe Operation Management Manual are kept.
· Be responsible for Health and Safety on the vessel.
· Be responsible for Health and Safety and crew welfare, ashore or afloat, when in other nation's waters.
· Ensure log book and recording systems are kept updated and current.
· Ensure all safety issues are reported to the vessel owner.
· Ensure discipline is maintained on board and information is conveyed in a simple and clear manner.
· Obey the vessel owner's or designated person's lawful instructions at all times.
· Ensure all accidents/incidents are reported to MNZ and owner as soon as practicable.
· Be responsible for complying with any law or rule of any other nation whose waters the vessel is in.
